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  Edit Your Videos for Free  
By Ira Wilsker 

             Since the advent of digital film, it seems that almost all of us now have a digital movie camera of 

some sort.  My two year old cell phone, which is not a technical marvel when compared to what is available 

today, has a simple video camera.  Every section of every class that I am teaching this semester is video re-

corded, allowing my students to review precisely what we covered in class.  There are now decent digital 

video cameras that are not much larger than a deck of cards, and are often advertised for less than $100.  It 

seems that almost nothing happens now that someone is not video recording.  Once recorded, we often have 

hours of digital video that are in sore need of editing in order to make the video more appealing to view-

ers.  Our videos may be used for strictly private home use or show up on YouTube where there may be 

countless viewers.  The big box stores have several, often expensive, utilities that can be used for video edit-

ing, but as is common in the software industry, there are also some very functional free video editors avail-

able. 

            

 One of the most widely used free video editors is Microsoftôs Movie Maker, a part of the Windows Live ser-

vice, available for download from download.live.com/moviemaker.  Movie Maker will run on Vista or Windows 

7.  While most Windows Live utilities will run on XP, Microsoft says, ñWindows Live Movie Maker is not avail-

able for Windows XP or earlier versions of Windows.ò  Movie Maker incorporates a tool-box of intuitive and 

easy to use tools that can edit video, incorporate music, add titles, and incorporate special effects.  Using the 

integral AutoMovie feature, the software will invoke a wizard to add a title, display credits, and add transitions 

and special effects, resulting in a file that is ready to show or upload to services such as YouTube.  Movie 

Maker can also utilize still images to create animated slide shows complete with music, transitions, and ef-

fects, with the output looking much like a video.  The output of Movie Maker can be saved to the hard drive or 

other digital media, or burned to a CD or DVD disc.  Since it is free and widely used, Microsoftôs Movie Maker 

may be a worthwhile video editing utility to try first. 

   

          Recently, I wrote about one of my favorite websites, Gizmoôs Freeware Reviews 

(www.techsupportalert.com), which reviews and rates free software.  On its recently updated ratings of the 

best free video editing software (www.techsupportalert.com/best-free-video-editor.htm), Gizmo gave his high-

est rating to the French freeware video editor Avidemux, version 2.5.2, available for direct download from 

fixounet.free.fr/avidemux.  Gizmo summarized Avidemux with the statement that it is, ñPowerful, Easy to use 

(and has) Well documented tutorials.  As with any other video editing program, it can be confusing.ò  While 

originally written for Linux based computers, Avidemux has been rewritten to also run on BSD, Mac OS X and 

Microsoft Windows under the GNU GPL license.  The Windows version will run on both 32 and 64 bit versions 

of Windows.  According to its home page at fixounet.free.fr/avidemux, ñAvidemux is a free video editor de-

signed for simple cutting, filtering and encoding tasks. It supports many file types, including AVI, DVD com-

patible MPEG files, MP4 and ASF, using a variety of codecs. Tasks can be automated using pro-

jects, job queue and powerful scripting capabilities.ò  I downloaded Avidemux (Windows version, 

12.5 mb), and it installed smoothly and quickly.  I tried some of the simple editing tasks in its ñVideo 

Filter Managerò, and they appeared to work smoothly.  While I am no expert at video editing, I was able to

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perform the listed tasks including cropping and color corrections, and Avidemux worked very well.  For some-

one with some sense of graphics and artistic talent, Avidemux would be an excellent choice. 

           

  Since I lack a lot of artistic skills, I like simplicity when it comes to graphics software, and that is why I have 

been a long time user of the free VideoSpin video editor published by Pinnacle Software.  Available from 

www.videospin.com, the software is a large 162mb download.  VideoSpin is one of the simplest video editors 

to use, based on my own experiences.  While lacking some of the  reasonably feature rich with a very simple 

front end interface that makes video editing a simple process.  For those who try this free version of Video-

Spin and like it, but want additional features, there is a commercial version available.  The newly released 

version 2.01, in addition to the traditional video formats, now also supports QuickTime and 3GP video for-

mats.  One interesting feature of the new version of VideoSpin is the ability to save videos in a higher quality 

and widescreen format, compatible with YouTubeôs newest standards.  Users can also directly upload their 

output directly to YouTube.   

 

VideoSpin has an enormous and loyal following that have created countless videos for a multitude of pur-

poses.  One reason for its wide use and popularity are the tutorial videos, some made by users, that clearly 

demonstrates how to create, edit, and distribute videos using VideoSpin.  These tutorials can be viewed by 

clicking on the ñHow Toò link on the menu bar at the top of the VideoSpin webpage.  For those who need ad-

ditional help, VideoSpin has a very active ñCommunityò which includes a number of forums where users can 

post questions or request help, with a response likely in a short period of time.  VideoSpin will run on almost 

any contemporary PC with a Pentium or AMD processor with a speed of at least 1.4 GHz, but faster chips are 

recommended.  XP users should have at least 512 mb of RAM, and Vista users need at least 1 gb in order for 

VideoSpin to run.  Since editing video files is graphically intensive, a video card that is DirectX 9 (or higher) 

compatible, and has at least 64 mb of video RAM is required; almost all video cards manufactured in the past 

several years would meet that standard.  Being a large program, 150 mb of available hard drive space is re-

quired to install the software, and much more space may be necessary to store video files.  VideoSpin was 

the very first video editing software I ever used, and still use it.  For the user who wants an easy to use free 

video editor, VideoSpin would be an excellent choice.

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   In addition to taking precautions to protect your portable devices,  it is  important to add another layer of security by 

protecting the data itself. 

 

Why do you need another layer of protection?  

 

   Although there are ways to physically protect your laptop, PDA, or other portable device (see Protecting Portable De-

vices: Physical Security for more information), there is no guarantee that it won't be stolen. After all, as the name sug-

gests, portable devices are designed to be easily transported. The theft itself is, at the very least, frustrating, inconven-

ient, and unnerving, but the exposure of information on the device could have serious  consequences. Also, remember 

that any devices that are connected to the  internet, especially if it is a wireless connection, are also susceptible to 

   network attacks (see Securing Wireless Networks for more information). 

 

What can you do?  

 

     * Use passwords correctly - In the process of getting to the information on your portable device, you probably encoun-

ter multiple prompts for  passwords. Take advantage of this security. Don't choose options that allow your computer to 

remember passwords, don't choose passwords that thieves  could easily guess, use different passwords for different 

 programs, and take advantage of additional authentication methods (see Choosing and Protecting Passwords and Sup-

plementing Passwords for more information). 

 

  * Consider storing important data separately - There are many forms of storage media, including CDs, DVDs, and re-

movable flash drives (also known as USB drives or thumb drives). By saving your data on removable media and keeping 

it in a different location (e.g., in your suitcase instead of your laptop bag), you can protect your data even if your 

laptop is stolen. You should make sure to secure the location where you keep  your data to prevent easy access. It may 

be helpful to carry storage media with other valuables that you keep with you at all times and that you naturally protect, 

such as a wallet or keys. 

     

 * Encrypt files - By encrypting files, you ensure that unauthorized people can't view data even if they can physically ac-

cess it. You may also want to consider options for full disk encryption, which prevents a thief  from  even starting your 

laptop without a passphrase. When you use encryption, it is important to remember your passwords and passphrases; 

 if you forget or lose them, you may lose your data. 

     

 * Install and maintain anti-virus software - Protect laptops and PDAs from viruses the same way you protect your desk-

top computer. Make sure to keep your virus definitions up to date (see Understanding Anti-Virus  Software for more infor-

mation). If your anti-virus software doesn't  include anti-spyware software, consider installing separate software to  pro-

tect against that threat (see Recognizing and Avoiding Spyware and  Coordinating Virus and Spyware Defense for more 

information). 

    

  * Install and maintain a firewall - While always important for restricting traffic coming into and leaving your computer, 

firewalls are especially important if you are traveling and using different networks. Firewalls  can  help  prevent  outsid-

ers  from  gaining  unwanted access (see  Understanding Firewalls for more information). 

     * Back up your data - Make sure to back up any data you have on your  computer onto a CD-ROM, DVD-ROM, or 

network (see Good Security Habits  and Real-World Warnings Keep You Safe Online for more information). Not  only will 

this ensure that you will still have access to the information  if your device is stolen, but it could help you identify exactly 

which  information a thief may be able to access. You may be able to take  measures to reduce the amount of damage 

that exposure could cause.

Protecting Portable Devices: Data Security

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You can't always be in front of your computer. But 

stepping away doesn't mean leaving the computer 

vulnerable. There are easy ways to keep people out 

of your personal business. 

For instance, Windows will lock your computer when 

you get up. Just click WinKey + L. This preserves 

your session and brings up the log-in screen. To get 

back in, you have to enter your password. That works. 

But there is a better way. 

Predator makes locking and unlocking your PC a 

breeze. You do it with a USB drive. During installation, 

you designate a drive to serve as your key. Insert it 

while working. Take it with you when you step away. 

Pulling it out locks the computer. 

Plug it back in to log in. Normally, no password is 

needed. If you misplace the drive, enter your pass-

word to get back in. An alarm will sound if someone 

enters an incorrect password three times. And it will 

log any attempts to access the PC while you're away. 

You'll know if and when someone was trying to snoop.

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What is a digital signature?  

 

   There are different types of digital signatures; this tip focuses on digital signatures for email messages. You 
may have received emails that have a  block of letters and numbers at the bottom of the message. Although it 
may  look like useless text or some kind of error, this information is actually a  digital signature. To generate a 
signature, a mathematical algorithm is used  to combine the information in a key with the information in the 
message. The result is a random-looking string of letters and numbers. 
 

Why would you use one?  
 
   Because it is so easy for attackers and viruses to "spoof" email addresses  (see Using Caution with Email 
Attachments for more information), it is sometimes difficult to identify legitimate messages. Authenticity may 
be especially important for business correspondence if you are relying on someone to provide or verify infor-
mation, you want to be sure that the information  is  coming from the correct source. A signed message also 
indicates that changes have not been made to the content since it was sent; any changes would cause the 
signature to break. 
 

How does it work?    Before you can understand how a digital signature works, there are some terms you 

should know: 
 
  * Keys - Keys are used to create digital signatures. For every signature, there is a public key and a private 
  key. 
 + Private key - The private key is the portion of the key you use to actually sign an email message. T 
 he private key is protected by a password, and you should never give your private key to anyone.   
     
 + Public key - The public key is the portion of the key that is available to other people. Whether you upload it 
 to a public key ring or send it to someone, this is the key other people can use to check your  
 signature. A list of other people who have signed your key is also included with your public key. You 
 will only be able to  see their identities if you already have their public keys on your  key ring. 
 
  * Key ring - A key ring contains public keys. You have a key ring that contains the keys of people who have 
 sent you their keys or whose keys  you have gotten from a public key server. A public key server  
 Contains keys of people who have chosen to upload their keys. 
 
  * Fingerprint - When confirming a key, you will actually be confirming the unique series of letters and  
 numbers that comprise the fingerprint of  the key. The fingerprint is a different series of letters and 
 numbers  than the chunk of information that appears at the bottom of a signed email message. 
 
   * Key certificates - When you select a key on a key ring, you will usually see the key certificate, which              
 contains information about the key, such  as the key owner, the date the key was created, and the 
 date the key  will expire. 
 
  * "Web of trust" - When someone signs your key, they are confirming that the key actually belongs to you. 
 The more signatures you collect, the stronger your key becomes. If someone sees that your key has 
 been signed  by other people that he or she trusts, he or she is more inclined to find it on a public key 
 ring does not mean you should automatically  trust it. You should always verify the fingerprint yourself.

The  process  for  creating,  obtaining,  and  using  keys  is  fairly  straightforward: 

 1. Generate a key using software such as PGP, which stands for Pretty Good  Privacy, or GnuPG, which 

 stands for GNU Privacy Guard. 

  2. Increase the authenticity of your key by having your key signed by  co-workers or other associates who 

 also have keys. In the process of  signing your key, they will confirm that the fingerprint on the key you 

       sent them belongs to you. By doing this, they verify your identity and  indicate trust in your key. 

  3. Upload your signed key to a public key ring so that if someone gets a message with your signature, 

 they can verify the digital signature. 

    4. Digitally sign your outgoing email messages. Most email clients have a feature to easily add your 

 digital signature to your message. 

 

There are a variety of mechanisms for creating digital signatures, and these  mechanisms may operate dif-

ferently. For example, S/MIME does not add a visible block of letters and numbers within the message, 

and its digital  signatures are verified indirectly using a certificate authority instead of directly with other us-

ers in a web of trust. You may just see an icon or  note on the message that the signature has been veri-

fied. If you get an  error about a digital signature, try to contact the sender through a phone call  or a sepa-

rate email address that you know is valid to verify the authenticity of the message.  

 Note : Just because someone else has trusted a key or you  find it on a public key ring does not mean you 

should automatically  trust it. You should always verify the fingerprint yourself.  

Digital signatures are a way to verify that an email message is really from  the person who supposedly sent 

it and that it hasn't been changed.

Reformat: Find & Replace 

 
If you do a lot of work with tables, you  

may need to find and replace information  

in a column or row of a table without af-

fecting anything else in the table.  You 

can do this by remembering that  Word 

allows you to limit a search to  text you 

select, so simply select the  column or 

row you want to search before you insti-

gate the search. In other  words, these 

are the steps: 

 

1.  Select the table column or row in 

which you want to search. 

2.  Press Ctrl+H  or choose Replace from 

 the Edit menu.
