Finding the Fun in Digitals

Since the Holy Grail of photography is to make your photos stand out from the pack, Derrick Story's,
The Digital Photography Companion (O'Reilly Media Inc.), hits the mark.

Many photographers stepping into the digital world are blindsided by the time it takes to learn the ins
and outs of cameras that turned out to be far more sophisticated than anticipated. It isn't that the book pro-
vides a quick read and then we shoot like pros, but it gives a head start. This small reference book travels ez
ily with beginning to advanced photographers in search of the Grail.

The Companion's detailed Table of Contents provides quick reference to finding just what's needed at
the moment. Plus the handy list of tables (such as deyftheld settings) following explanations adds speed
to that moment in the field. Reading the book all the way through, however, is a good start. Just keep the
camera within easy reach for trying some of the book's handy tips on pixels, memory cards, leASes, Wi
OGNl YyaYAUGGSNAR yYyR w!a o0dzZFFSNE® ! y RoageBlinch®s irghyirifod- G K
mationfilled Companion.

The second chapter bulks up with harmts basic techniques, soon jumping to other chapters on tak-
ing photos like a pro, and a "now what?" leading into the digital darkroom for processing. Added bonuses in-
clude tips on protecting cameras from rain using hotel shower caps, pantyhose as a diffuser, and swiping the
car's windshield cover for use as a reflector.

After providing a leg up to any photographer stepping into the digital world, the book ends with an 18
-page guide for a variety of camera settings, including metadata from all photos used in the book. It's a Com-
panion to travel with while looking for the Grail, without forgetting that taking digital photos ought to be fun
at any level.

Avoiding Social Engineering and Phishing Attacks
Author: Mindi McDowell

Do not give sensitive information to anyone unless you are sure that they
are indeed who they claim to be and that they should have access to the
information.

What is a social engineering attack?

In a social engineering attack, an attacker uses human interaction (social skills) to obtain or compromise
information about an organization or its computer systems. An attacker may seem unassuming and respect-
able, possibly claimingto be a new employee, repair person, or researcher and even offering credentials
to support that identity. However, by asking questions, he or she may be able to piece together enough in-
formation to infiltrate an organization'snetwork. If an attacker is not able to gather enough information
from one source, he or she may contact another source within the same organization and rely on the infor-
mation from the first source to add to his or her credibility.

What is a phishing attack? P
aly Ladolk O]l SNIY
Phishing is a form of social engineering. Phishing attacks use email or unassuming and
malicious websitesto solicit personal information by posing as a NBaLISOGlrot S¢
trustworthy organization. For example, an attacker may send email seemir
from a reputable credit card company or financial institution that requests
account information, often suggesting that there is a problem. When users respond with the requested
information, attackers can use it to gain access to the accounts.

Phishing attacks may also appear to come from other types of organizations, such as charities. Attackers
often take advantage of current events and certain times of the year, such as :

* natural disasters (e.g., Hurricane Katrina, Indonesian tsunami)
* epidemics and health scares (e.g., HIN1)

* economic concerns (e.g., IRS scams)

* major political elections

* holidays

How do you avoid being a victim?

* Be suspicious of unsolicited phone calls, visits, or email messages from individuals asking about employ
ees or other internal information. If an unknown individual claims to be from a legitimate organiza
tion, try to verify his or her identity directly with the company.

1 Do not provide personalinformation or information about your organizationincluding its structure
or networks, unless you are certain of a person's authority to have the information.

2010 International CES wraps up

Event helps CE sector start 2010 with optimism

The 2010 International CES was chfudkof new and exciting technologies and products, but it also covered
the industry with a blanket of optimism as the show floor was abuzz with hope and vigor. CEA President an
CEO Gary Shapiro spoke of that optimism during his keynote address, saying, "2009 was the most challeng
year of our lives," but followed that up by saying that "we've come back from the brink" and that "innovation
will continue to drive the CE industry's future successes."

Early numbers coming in on the event, which ran from Jan. 7 to 10 in Las Vegas, show that attendance w
up yearover-year. CES attendance was calculated at more than 120,000, which was up from 98,495 for th
first two days at the 2009 event. The event also attracted 330 new exhibitors.

Microsoft Chief Executive Officer Steve Ballmer kicked off this year's keynote sessions with an upbeat take ¢
how his company plans to not only extend its reach in the home entertainment market, but transform the
sector as well. "From the largest screen on the wall to the smallest screens in people's pockets, we are deli
ering the entertainment people want," Ballmer said.

As in years past, the 2010 International CES showcased technology that will shape the future of consum

electronics, including wireless;3 HDTV, advances in OLED, green technologies, Internet TV, mobile DTV an
digital entertainment. Gaming also played a starring role this year.
