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It‘s hard to stay on top of things, espe-
cially in this constantly changing world of 
the Internet. It can consume all of your 
time, trying to stay updated and config-
ured, in such a way that you will not get 
taken advantage of while surfing the 
Web. 
 

In this week‘s security article, I‘m going 
to discuss an online utility that will help 
you take a look at what information Web 
sites can gather just from your Web 
browser. It‘s actually a suite of online 
utilities that, when run, can test different 
aspects of your system. In particular, the 
Web browser you are using and what 
information sites can collect because of 
it.  

This utility is called BrowserSpy and it can 
check JavaScript, JVM, Java, plug-ins, com-
ponents, language, screen, hardware, IP, 
cookies, Web server, FTP passwords and 
more. It not only produces detailed informa-
tion about them all, but in some cases, it 
gives information on how to fix the issue.  
 

The service is, of course, free and since it‘s 
an online service, there is no downloading 
necessary. Each test is sectioned off into its 
own cell in a table where you can simply click 
on the link for the individual test you would 
like to run and wait for the information to 
come up. 
 

BrowserSpy is a tool you should put in your 
security toolbox. Schedule and run it with 
your next security scan to help you stay in-
formed and more secure. 
 

Go ahead and give BrowserSpy a whirl and 
see what others are already talking about.

MOZILLA FIREFOX OR GOOGLE CHROME — Switch from Internet Explorer to either Mozilla Firefox or 
Google Chrome. Both are first-rate, speedy browsers, and both are free. It remains a tight race between the 
two, but Chrome has had the lead lately in features and performance. Both browsers include useful things like 
bookmark syncing. That means that your bookmarks folder will be the same on every computer using Chrome 
or Firefox, and will update if you change anything.  
 

UPLOAD YOUR PHOTOS TO THE CLOUD — There are many good, free choices. To keep things simple, 
use Picasa, Google‘s service. After your initial upload — which may take a while, so set it up before you go to 
sleep — you will have a full backup of your photo library. And by inviting people to view it, privately, with pass-
words, you will not have to e-mail photos anymore. Anytime you have new pictures, upload them to Picasa, 
send a message to your subscribers, and they can view your gallery at their leisure. And your spilled coffee 
won‘t wipe out your photos! 
 

GET A BETTER DEAL FROM YOUR CABLE, PHONE AND INTERNET PROVIDER — It does not take 
much to get them to give you free (or cheaper) services. These companies are generally indifferent to cus-
tomer needs, but they are quick to cough up discounts — if you ask. Just call and ask — they will probably 
give you something. Other tactics: Measure your Internet speed, using dslreports.com/speedtest; if it is less 
than what you are paying for, ask for a free upgrade. Or ask to speak to the cancellation department. That 
usually scares them.  
 

BUY A LOT OF CHARGING CABLES — You should never have a gadget‘s battery die on you, and they are 
cheap. Smartphone user? Have a charging cable at the office, one in the car, and a couple at home. Lap-
tops? Have enough chargers in the house, so you are not tethered to the den when the power runs low. 
Check out eBay. Search for what you need with terms like ―original‖ or ―oem‖ (original equipment manufac-
turer). You will often see accessories for as little as one-tenth their normal retail price. Buy them by the gross.  
 

CALIBRATE YOUR HDTV — That awesome 1080p plasma or LCD TV you bought has factory settings for 
color, brightness, contrast and so forth that are likely to be out of whack. They need to be adjusted.  Order 
Spears and Munsil High Definition Benchmark: Blu-ray Edition, a DVD, for $25. Its regimen of tests and pat-
terns will help you adjust your TV‘s settings to more natural levels. After you use it, you may want to fine-tune 
the TV some more, but you can do so knowing you are getting the most out of your display.  —NYTimes.com

It's not surprising news that printer ink is expensive. 
That's how printer companies make most of their 
money. Unfortunately, you can't really avoid buying 

it. But you can maximize how you use it. That could 
include saving Websites as PDF files instead of 
printing. But sometimes you need to have a physical 
copy. 
 

That's where PrintWhatYouLike comes in. The 
name is fairly self-explanatory. It lets you print only 
certain parts of a Website. That way, you aren't 
wasting paper and ink. www.printwhatyoulike.com  
 

Just copy and paste the Website URL into the site. 
You will get a comprehensive layout editor. It lets 
you select Web page elements to keep or remove. 
e the size of the text or turn off the background. 
It's a very flexible system. When you have just the 
part you want, you can print. Or you can save the 
page as a PDF or HTML file.

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Stickies: Another Useful Utility 

Here is another great free utility, especially for those of you who have a lot of little yellow ―Post-it‖ notes stuck 

all over the edge of your monitor. ―Stickies‖ is exactly what it sounds like it is. It allows you put little yellow 

―Post-It-like‖ notes any place on the monitor, not just stuck to the frame, but an actual area on the monitor 

screen.  Stickies works with XP and Vista. (Windows 7 comes with its own ―Stickie-note-like‖ gadget.)     
 

There are many times that you need to remember something for a short time and you want to keep it right up 
front so it doesn‘t get lost. Stickies are small note like areas you create, on the desktop, that can be brought 
to the front of any application just by clicking the Stickies icon in the Notification Area on the Taskbar. They 
are dismissed from being on the application just by clicking anywhere on the screen that isn‘t in one of the 
Stickies.  
 

Clicking inside a Stickie allows you to add text to that note. You can put the notes in one corner of the screen 
or you can spread them around to call attention to different things. You can even place them on top of each 
other in an overlapped fashion. This would allow you to use the least amount of screen space. This would be 
a good way, for those of you who have ―too many‖ icons on the desktop, to store your Stickies. This way the 
Stickies would take up only a small portion of the screen.  
 

Stickies can be downloaded from the developer‘s site at: http://www.zhornsoftware.co.uk/stickies  This home 
page has a detailed description of Stickies and a list of its features. (Choose Download to get to the download 
page.) 
 

The Stickies program is small, writes only to a single text file, and does not alter the registry. Stickies can 
even be set up so that they are not seen until a specific date and time, so they can be used as a reminder. 
Stickies has a comprehensive list of features, but it basically provides a very good computerized version of 
―Post-it Notes‖.  
 

Once Stickies is downloaded and installed, a yellow note-like Icon will be present in the Notification Area of 
the Taskbar. Double-clicking this icon will put a new Stickie note on the desktop. A single click of this icon will 
bring all of the stickies to the front, meaning they will be displayed on top of any application that is being 
shown. Stickies can be moved around the monitor by dragging the top. Text can be inserted into a new 
Stickie just by clicking, inside the Stickie, where you want to enter text.  
 

The size of the Stickie is dependent on the text in the Stickie. As you add text the Stickie will be lengthened to 
show all of the text. If you remove text, the Stickie will be shortened, so that only the text is displayed (and not 
just empty space). At any time, you can make the Stickie wider by moving either of the vertical edges by hov-
ering over the edge until a double arrow is displayed and then left-clicking and dragging the vertical side out-
ward or inward to make the Stickie narrower. As the vertical sides are moved, the text moves around so it fits 
the Stickie. The appearance (fonts, colors, styles) can be customized and is easily resized.  
 

A Stickie has a yellow note icon in the upper left corner and a trash can icon in the upper right corner. Clicking 
on the yellow note icon toggles between ―always on top‖ and ―remain on bottom‖. Clicking on the trash can 
closes or deletes the Stickie. All of the controls for each Stickie are displayed by right-clicking the title bar (the 
space between the yellow note icon and the trash can icon) of the Stickie. 
  

If Border is checked, the Stickie will have a dark-line border around a yellow background. If it is not checked, 
the border will be missing. To give the Stickie a title, select Set title and a Title box will be displayed for you to 
enter the title text. 
 

Font and Color can be changed by selecting Set Font or Set Color, similar to those controls in word process-
ing applications. Transparency can be set from 0% to 90 % so that things below the Stickie can be seen (the 
higher the percentage, the lighter the Stickie color is and the easier it is to see through the Stickie).  
 

Select ―Always on top‖ for a constant reminder, where by the Stickie is made to stay on top of applications 
that are in use. Select ―Sleep for‖ to use the Stickie to become active some time in the future to remind you of 
some event. Stickies is a great way to organize some of the things around your computer screen.

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Do you keep track of information based on week-ending dates? Many businesses do, and therefore need a 
quick way to calculate the week-ending dates for the complete year. The dates could be easily calculated 
with a macro, but you can do it just as easily with formulas. 
 

There are two formulas you can use in order to calculate your week-ending dates. Let‘s assume, for the 
sake of this example, that your year is stored in cell A1. You could then figure out the first Saturday of the 
year by using this formula in cell A3: 

 

 
 

This works because the WEEKDAY function returns a value of 1 (Sunday) through 7 (Saturday) for any 
date. If you subtract that value from 7, then you have a value of 6 (Sunday) through 0 (Saturday). When you 
add that value to the DATE value for January 1 of the year, you end up with the first Saturday of the year. 
 

If you prefer to have your weeks end on Fridays, then the formula needs to change a bit: 
 

 
Finally, if you prefer to have your weeks end on Sundays, then the formula needs to be like this one: 
 

 
 

This formula uses a parameter for the WEEKDAY function that calculates weekdays that range from 1 
(Monday) through 7 (Sunday). 
Once you have the first week-ending date for the year (in A3, remember?), then you can calculate the rest of 
the week-ending dates for the year. Place the following formula in cell A4: 

 

 
 

This checks to see if one week past the previous date is still in the year. If it is, then the new date is re-
turned. If it isn‘t, then an empty string is returned. If you copy this formula from A4 down through A55, then 
you will have all the desired week-ending dates for the year. With the formulas in place, simply change the 
year in cell A1 to see how the dates change. 
 

The range A3:A55 provides room for 53 week-ending dates, which is possible for any given year. Because 
you used the IF statement in the formula in cells A4:A55, then the very last value (A55) will be blank if there 
were only 52 week-ending dates for the year.

ADDING PAGE NUMBERS 
 

If you are creating documents that are 
more than a page or two in length, 
you will probably want to include page 
numbers so  you  can keep 
your document, when printed, in or-
der. Word supports automatic num-
bering of pages in your document and 
you can control the type of page num-
ber, the starting number, and the 
placement of the page number. In 
addition, you can include page num-
bers in the headers and footers on 
your pages. 
 

The easiest way to add page num-
bers is to use the Insert tab of the rib-
bon. In the Header & Footer group 
you'll notice the Page Number tool. 
When you click the tool you are pre-
sented with a variety of ways in which 
you can insert your page numbers. 
These options are presented in sev-
eral groups: 
 

 Top of Page. The options in this 

grouping allow you to add a format-
ted page number to the top of each 
page (the header) in the current sec-
tion. 

 Bottom of Page. The options in 
this grouping allow you to add a for-
matted page number to the bottom of 
each page (the footer) in the current 
section. 

 Page Margins. Adds a page num-

ber to either the left or right margin of 
the page. 

 Current Position. Used to add a 
page number at the current location 
of the insertion point. 
 

 All told there are well over 100 differ-
ent ways that you can insert format-
ted page numbers in your document. 
All you need to do is pick the one you 
want, and Word does the rest.

AUTO FILL IN EXCEL 
 

Summary: Want to fill a long column 
with predictive data? It's easy to do 
by using AutoFill and a double-click 
of the mouse. (This tip works with 
Microsoft Excel 97, Excel 2000, Ex-
cel 2002, Excel 2003, and Excel 
2007.)  
 

The AutoFill feature in Excel is a 
great boon to certain types of edit-
ing. The basic use of the feature 
(clicking and dragging on the Auto-
Fill handle) has been covered in 
other ExcelTips. There is another 
way you can use the AutoFill han-
dle, however, that is a wonderful 
time-saving feature. 
 

Suppose you have a column full of 
values in column A. For instance, 
you have values in the cells A3 
through A417. Now, suppose you 
want to fill adjacent cells in column 
B with a sequential values, 1 
through 415. Try this: 
 

1.In cell B3, place the value 1. 

2.In cell B4, place the value 2. 

3.Select the range B3:B4. 
 

Double-click on the AutoFill handle. 
 

That's it! No dragging at all, and you 
now have cells B5:B417 filled with 
sequential values.

RENAME FILES QUICKLY 
 

 

Few things are as annoying as a 
messy hard drive. It can slow 
you down when you need to find 
a file quickly. 
 

An easy way to keep your com-
puter organized is to name your 
files clearly. That can be difficult 
– especially when you‘re working 
with digital photos. Names like 
DSC_001 or DSC_002 won‘t 
help find a particular picture! 
 

To make matters worse, it isn‘t 
easy to rename files in Windows. 
Renaming a folder full of photos 
or music files takes ages. 
 

That‘s where Rename Master 
can help. With this program, you 
can rename batches of files. And 
you can give each file a unique 
name. 
 

For example, you can use ID 
tags from MP3 files to create file 
names. And photographers, you 
can do the same thing with EXIF 
data. 
 

You can also use Rename Mas-
ter to remove parts of file names. 
Or, you can do a find and re-
place operation. 
 

The learning curve for Rename 
Master isn‘t too steep. You‘ll ap-
preciate this slick program‘s 
power and simplicity! 
 

Note that this program doesn't 
require installation. This causes 
some virus scanners will flag it 
with a false virus positive. Be 
assured that it does not contain a 
virus.

Click and/or 

select the curser in the line space, 

then select Font size on the toolbar.

You now have an 

adjustment that the paragraph and 

line spacing option can’t accomplish.

 US Passport Card 
 

The passport card was introduced just two years ago. It can get you into territories in the Western Hemi-
sphere Travel Initiative, which includes Canada, Bermuda, Mexico and the Caribbean, by land and sea 
only. It cannot be used to gain entry into countries if you're flying internationally.  
 

One of the biggest benefits of the passport card is the price — it will cost you only $45 compared with $100 
for a passport book. It's also small enough to fit in your wallet, making it easier for some to carry around 
than a passport book. The passport card is valid for the same length as the book — 10 years for adults and 
five years for children. However, if you're a frequent or even occasional traveler, you may as well just pop 
for the full passport book. Chances are you're going to need one at some point.  —ThriftyFun.com
