Your color options will eliminate some of the glare on the computer. This reduces eyestrain and makes looki
at your screen much more comfortable. You can choose between a wide range of colors, which replace the
white areas of the screen with the color of your chdgegiving a soft tint to the white areas of the screen

this will decrease the screen glare. With so many colors to pick from, you are sure to find the tint that works
best for your eyes.

Your pointer options are incredible. The three icons are for the normal (default) pointer and a large pointer.
Then you can add any color of your choice to the pointer. Just by adding a rich color to the pointer makes it
much easier to see even with the small default pointer, but the large colored pointer is seen much easier. Als
ZoomWareallows you to pick the one color that works best for you!
