Office 2007 Professional

SOftwaI’e REVieW By Karen Tangeman

Microsoft Office Professional is one of the newest versions of Microsoft’s productivity suites. This suite is the slick-
est, most attractive yet and quoting the young people of today, this suite is the “BOMB.”

One of the biggest and most talked about changes is the new user interface Ribbon. The Ribbon gives quick
access to dozens of features that used to be hidden behind menus. On Ribbon-enabled applications like Word, Excel,
PowerPoint, Access, and Outlook, the Ribbon replaces the old menu and toolbar system at the top of the application
window. Typically, when you first launch one of these programs or open a compatible document, you'll find yourself in the
Ribbon’s Home tab, which includes the most commonly-needed commands. | feel that Microsoft did a great job of logi-
cally organizing the Ribbon in each of the Office 2007 applications but if you're not a big fan of the Ribbon, you could put
all the commands you typically use into the Quick Access Toolbar (a small strip of tiny icons of commands that you use
the most) and hide the Ribbon. To hide the Ribbon, all you do is double click the current Ribbon tab. This will also give
you more screen space if you are a notebook user.

All keyboard shortcut users will be delighted to know that Microsoft didn’t change any of the keyboard shortcuts
that you may have learned in previous versions of Office.

The new Office Button, located on the top-left of the window, replaces the File menu and provides access to com-
mon Office applications, including Opening, Saving, Printing, and Sharing a file. Microsoft options are also located at the
bottom. This is where you are able to set up each Office program to your specifications. Users can also choose color
schemes for the interface.

Live Preview is downright awesome. This feature temporarily applies formatting on the focused text or object as
you point your mouse over it. The temporary formatting is removed when the mouse pointer is moved from the button.
This allows users to have a preview of how the option would affect the appearance of their document without actually
applying it.

A new option that | find myself using all the time is the Mini toolbar. When you select text, it pops up near that
selected text so you can make the common formatting changes that you need. When the mouse pointer is away from it,
the toolbar becomes semi-transparent so you can view what's underneath. But when the mouse pointer moves over it, it
becomes ready for use. It also appears above the right-click menu when a user right-clicks on a selection of words.

In PowerPoint, Word, Excel, and Outlook is a new group of easily editable and formatted diagrams called Smart-
Art. There are over 100 preset SmartArt graphics layout templates for organization charts. There are a number of “quick
styles” for each graphic that apply different 3D effects to the graphic, and the graphic’s shapes and text can be formatted
through shape styles and WordArt styles. You can also change the SmartArt graphics color, fonts, and effects to match
your document’s theme.

Microsoft Office 2007 has placed a huge importance on Document Themes and Quick Styles. Document Themes
defines the colors, fonts, and graphic effects for a document. Almost everything that can be inserted into a document
is automatically styled to match; creating a consistent document design. The Quick Styles are galleries with a range of
styles based on the current theme. There are quick styles galleries for text, tables, charts, SmartArt, WordArt and more.

The new file format in Microsoft Office 2007 is called Office Open XML and is the default file format. It is based on
XML and uses the zip file container. Documents created in this format according to Microsoft are 75% smaller than the
same documents saved with previous Office file formats due to data compression. As a separate free download you can
publish your new .docx document to PDF or and XPS file.

In Microsoft Office 2007 Professional you receive Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Outlook, Access, and Publisher in
your suite.

Word: Your most commonly used features are in the Home tab. Here is where you will find commands related
to the system clipboard, fonts, paragraphs, styles, and editing. If all you are doing is editing text, this is probably over
90% of what you'll ever use, and it's all available up front and center. The insert tab lets you insert tables, page breaks,
pictures, charts, headers & footers, and symbols. The first time | tried to insert page numbers in my document (which is
under header & footer) the choices were grayed out and | was unable to insert them. | then went on Microsoft Community
to find out why. Microsoft wanted everyone to delete the “Building Blocks.dotx file in order for everyone to have the most
up-to-date in galleries. Once | did this | had no further problems inserting page numbers. You get the new chart and dia-
gram features (SmartArt) plus the new document themes and quick styles. | was able to give my document a theme of
my choice and change the style in one click of the mouse. Under References you insert your table of content, footnotes,
index, captions, etc. | use captions a lot in my documents and have always inserted exactly what | wanted to say in them.
In Word 2007 | found inserting a caption a little confusing. It always wants to put in the words figure 1 and when | check
exclude label from caption it still insists on putting the number 1 in.

Even though the help features have been nicely revamped when | checked under caption it only gives instructions
on inserting captions in a video clip. After playing with captions | found after | insert the exact caption | want; | have to go
back and delete the number 1. It would make captions easier to insert if when you checked exclude label from caption it
deleted the entire figure 1. Other then these two minor details (inserting page numbers) | absolutely LOVE Word.

Excel: A dramatic enhancement that makes Excel more powerful is that it now supports spreadsheets with up to
1 million rows and 16,000 columns. WOW! It can create gorgeous 3D charts of virtually any kind complete with shadows
and other professional effects plus these charts can now be shared between Word and PowerPoint as well. Also you can
now easily create, edit, and maneuver tables, and when you scroll down, the table headings stay in place so there is no
more looking for that table freeze function although freeze panes is still available under view on the ribbon.

PowerPoint: Microsoft has made this version of PowerPoint the most impressive yet. This new version includes a
ton of useful features including a new and more professional set of themes (backgrounds, fonts, & colors) that are better
than anything offered in previous versions. PowerPoint also picks up the new SmartArt, WordArt, and chart features com-
plete with 3D effects, shadows, glossy sheens, and numerous styles. These features, shapes, pictures, and other objects,
are logically added by the new insert tab. The new version also features PDF and XPS exporting and also includes an
improved version of Presenter View which is now on the slide show tab. This is great stuff and I find that PowerPoint is
much easier to use now, even for beginners.

Outlook: I love my Outlook and I think it is the best e-mail and personal information program around but Outlook
has not been completely updated with the new ribbon which | like very much. The main Outlook window has not been
Ribbonized and has the same menu and toolbar although you see the new ribbon in Outlook’s sub-windows. Some of the
new features include the new instant search which combs your e-mail, contacts, calendar, and tasks, improved phishing
detection and protection, and updated sorting system, and the new To-Do-Bar which combines the calendar and task list
in one view. | would really like to see a fully ribbonized Outlook and | hope that Microsoft has that in mind for the future.

Access: | am not a big Access user so | am not as familiar with this program although someday | hope to be. I do
know that the new look, dynamic menus, the new ribbon, templates, ability to split forms, better sorting & filtering, better
security, etc. has made the newest version of Access extremely better. These changes have helped increase productivity
and decrease the amount of time it takes for a user to customize their document. So if you are an Access user this should
be a great upgrade for you.

Publisher: There are new professional looking templates and a browsable template pane to start with. You will
also find a Content Library for reusing publication assets, and of course the PDF & XPS exporting capabilities for in-
creased compatibility with print shops.

Reviewers Comments: Wow! What a great upgraded suite. New users to Office should have no problems learning
the new Ribbon although I feel the experienced user will not want to take the time to learn. What helped me the most in
learning the Ribbon quickly was using the Find 2003 Commands in Office 2007. | went over everything in about 30 min-
utes. Microsoft has made sure that tutorials for beginners to the experienced have been included on their Office website
although this time I think the beginner has the advantage in learning this program over the experienced.

GENERAL MEETING

May 2007

Club President Yomar Cleary welcomed all of the members. There will be a photography workshop on May 14,
2007, from 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM at Rec & Parks. A $10 donation is asked. Rick, a professional photographer is the tutor.
Karen talked about available review software, including games and other software from Microsoft.
Yomar welcomed guests. She then introduced Karen Tangeman, who talked about Microsoft’s Digital Image photo pro-
gram. It is good for beginners and advanced users. She mentioned that it has instructional videos. Upon installation,
the program catalogs all photo files in the ‘My Pictures’ folder. Plug in a camera and it imports automatically. It is easy to
view and sort pictures in numerous folders. One can sort by folder name, date, month, year or keywords. In the preview
pane, one can assign a keyword to a file. You can assign up to a 5 star rating for each photo. A picture can be flagged
if it needs touch-up later. Digital Image keeps track for you. You can do a slide show of a folder automatically. Photos
are very easy to crop. Also, there is a ‘remove wrinkle’ function. It is very easy to use. Remove spots or blemishes.
This works on deep wrinkles, too. Change eye color with a click. Make teeth whiter. Easily change brush size. Sharpen
prints. Correct color with ‘Edit’, “Touchup’, ‘Color’ and ‘AutoFix’. Straighten pictures by clicking on each end of a line that
should be straight. You can ‘autocrop’ as well. ‘Smart erase’ removes objects that you don’t want — like a person and
their shadow. Create panoramas of 2 or 3 or more photos. One can send an e-mail from within the program. It helps
you to load photos into Photo Story. The cost is $50 for the program.

Rosemary Lloyd talked about Microsoft's Windows Live OneCare. What is it? It is a suite of programs designed
to protect and enhance PC performance. The Protection includes anti-virus, anti-spyware and anti-phishing properties.
There is a two-way firewall. The Performance part consists of defragmentation, removing unnecessary files, download-
ing Microsoft Updates and back-up. The program can be found at www.microsoft.com/onecare. There is a free 90 day
trial. The subscription is $50 per year for up to 3 computers. The program runs by itself in the background. Occasionally
it asks the user whether to allow a program to access the Internet or not. The icon in the system tray shows it is running.
Green is good. Yellow or red requires user intervention. Open the program to see settings and status. Check the tabs.
Tune-up removes unnecessary files. Back-up does what its name implies. Viruses and spyware looks for virus behavior
and scans hard drive(s) on a schedule. The Firewall asks user the first time a program wants to access the Internet. The
Logging report can help with troubleshooting information. OneCare can check e-mail attachments manually. Save the
file on your desktop, right-click on it and select ‘Scan for viruses'.

After the presentations, Jim Applebury and Bob Kopolow answered a few questions in the RAM session. There
was a question about Mozilla Firefox. Pictures don’t show on web sites. Maybe he needs to uninstall the current ver-
sion and then install the latest. The next issue dealt with photo files not opening with the desired program. The default
program was changed. One user says that a wireless encryption code slows her Internet. Removing encryption speeds
things up. Set encryption on the router, then on the computer to match. Another person has a printer that won't print.
They cannot install the driver. Try unchecking start-up items in msconfig, then install printer software. After the door
prizes were given out, we concluded another enjoyable and educational evening.

Creating See-through Text Boxes

Word allows you to create text
boxes in your document. These
can be used to create special
document elements, such as
sidebars or boxed text. There may
be times when you want the text
box to be transparent, meaning
that whatever is behind the text
box shows through. There are two
ways you can handle this: you can
either make the text box partially
transparent, or make it fully trans-
parent. To control the transparency
in Word 97 or later versions, follow
these steps:

1. Place your text box, as nor-
mal.

2. Right-click on the text box.
Word displays a Context menu.

3. Choose Format Text Box
from the Context menu. Word dis-
plays the Format Text Box dialog
box.

4. Make sure the Colors and
Lines tab is selected. Click the
Semitransparent check box if you
want a “ghost image” of what is be-
hind the text box to show through.

5. If you want the text box to
be fully transparent, use the Color
setting in the Fill area to choose No
Fill.

6. Display the Layout tab in
Word 2000 or later versions or the
wrapping tab for Word 97.

7. Make sure the wrapping
style is set to None.

8. Click on OK.

Determining Your Serial Number

Applies to Excel 97, 2000, 2002,

When you first installed Excel

(or Office), you were asked for

a Product Key number, which
should have been located on
something or another associated
with the product. For instance, the
Product Key (sometimes called a
CD Key) may have been on the
outside of the CD case, or it could
have been on the manual or some
other piece of documentation.

If you were the one that did the
installation, you may vaguely
remember that once you cor-
rectly entered the information, the
installation program displayed a
Product ID code that you were told
to write down. Chances are good
that you didn’t do this. (Who does?
Even if | did write it down, | would
probably lose the paper | wrote it
on.)

The problem is, if you ever need to
get technical support from Micro-
soft, you need to supply that Prod-
uct ID code. Fortunately, there is

a way you can discover the code
again, without resorting to some
yellowing piece of paper you may
have written it on.

All you need to do is choose About
Microsoft Excel from the Help
menu. (In Excel 2007 you click the
Office button, click Excel Options,
click Resources, then click About.)
Excel displays the About Microsoft
Excel dialog box, and this dialog
box contains your Product 1D
code. When you are done writing it
down (again), click on the OK but-
ton to dismiss the dialog box.

What's Up With Flash Drives?

Flash Drives, also known as
Thumb Drives, USB Drives,
Keychain Drives, UFD, Pocket
Hard Drives etc. consist of a small
printed circuit board encased in a
plastic or metal casing, making the
drive sturdy enough to be carried
about in a pocket. They have no
moving parts, are compact, fast,
and reliable. You plug them into
your computer via a USB port and
they act as a hard drive. They are
great for transferring files from one
computer to another.

The Wild West! A personal com-
puter connected to the Internet
without a firewall can be hijacked
and added to an Internet outlaw’s
botnet in just a few minutes. A fire-
wall can block malware that could
otherwise scan your computer for
vulnerabilities and then try to break
in at a weak point.

The only way to make a home
computer 100% secure is to turn

it off or disconnect it from the
Internet. The real issue is how to
make one 99.9% secure when it is
connected. At a minimum, home
computers need to have personal
firewall, antivirus and anti-spyware
software installed and kept up-to-
date. A home network that uses

a wired or wireless router with
firewall features provides additional
protection.
