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BeWARES!

The wares have often perplexed computer users with numerous decisions regarding software. The multitude 
of wares have been even more confusing. Comware is commercial software which generally has more "bells 
and whistles" but requires the highest financial expenditure without the option to try the software in advance. 
Trialware is usually characterized on the Internet as a free download for a limited time but requires a pur-
chase to continue using the software. Shareware is also free to download but often has features turned off or 
has an expiration date unless you purchase the software. Trialware and Shareware do offer an opportunity to 
use the software before making the decision to purchase. Freeware is free for personal use on the Internet 
but it may contain adware, viruses, or be poor software. Further, the marketing promotion of the wares can be 
even more misleading, causing you to download and then delete software that you thought was freeware 
when you discover it is, in fact, pay ware. 

The world of wares can be very frustrating a well as expensive to the computer user. One can spend consid-
erable time, frustration, and even expense downloading and deleting various wares on the Internet. Beware, 
retailers will not accept returned comware after it has been opened for a money back guarantee. Relax, my 
holiday gift to my readers is a solution to the problem that I have used for several years, saving me consider-
able time and money!  However, I have had to endure personal comments from some of my fellow computer 
users that I am "cheap!"  Since my ancestry is Scottish who are known for being thrifty, I do not consider that 
comment an insult. However,  I do prefer the use of the word "conservative" to the rather blunt, "cheap." 

Excluding my operating system, I have nothing but freeware downloaded from the Internet on my system!  
Aha, you are thinking, but what about adware, viruses, or poor freeware, and the considerable time in 
downloading and deleting it takes to find the best freeware on the Internet? There are several sites that con-
tain only freeware. However,  I  recommend Gizmo's Freeware site because I have used it for several years 
and found it to be very effective in reviewing freeware and efficient to use in going quickly via links to safe and 
secure freeware sites for downloading. I am reluctant to recommend other sites that I have not used for pur-
poses of this article. 

Gizmo's Freeware is easy to use and makes it very simple to locate the best freeware on the Internet be-
cause it is extensively reviewed before it is recommended. Until July 2008 Gizmo was the editor of "Support 
Alert", a highly recommended technical newsletter that was distributed to over 150,000 subscribers. The site 
evolved from his highly popular list of the "46 Best-ever Freeware Utilities."  The site grew well beyond 46 and 
reached the point that it could not be maintained by one person. than their commercial counterparts but find-
ing the most appropriate programs can be challenging. Today, the site has grown into a kind of Wikipedia for 
Freeware utilizing contributions of dozens of volunteer editors who edit and moderate suggestions from thou-
sands of site visitors. As a result, the range of free software covered by the site is ever increasing and the 
quality of the reviews are ever improving. Gizmo's Freeware has, in a real sense, become the "Wikipedia for 
Freeware."  I strongly suggest you check your freeware on your system against the recommendations of the 
best and consider downloading the best. 

The primary purpose of Gizmo's Freeware is to make it easy to select the best freeware product for your par-
ticular needs. The best freeware programs are as good or better There are dozens of freeware download 
sites but few of these actually help you select the best program for your needs. The site has no downloads 
just honest advice and useful guidance. Links are provided where you can safely and securely download the 
product you want. Furthermore, you will know that what you have selected is the best available. Gizmo's 
Freeware is easy to use and will save you time, money, and lots of frustration!

Free Criminal Background Searches Online - By Kim Komando   
 
The Web makes it easy to dig up information on people. That includes any sort of criminal history. Business 
owners need to check criminal backgrounds before hiring new employees. But anyone can do similar 
searches online. 
 

Maybe you want to check on that new babysitter. What about the blind date you have next week? Youôd want 
to know if these people have criminal backgrounds. 
  

 

A good place to start is Criminal Searches. This site lets you search public criminal records in every state. All 
you need is a first and last name. You can narrow the results by city, state, age range and more. There are 
seven main categories of crime on the site. And youôll see many offenses catalogued within them. Hereôs a 
sample: 
 

Behavioralééééééé.Trespassing - Vandalism 
BusinessééééééééBribery - Racketeering 
Drug and Alcoholéééé. DUI - Possession Sex Related - Rape -Prostitution 
Theft/Robberyéééé.é. Burglary - Fraud 
ViolentéééééééééAssault - Homicide 
 

Traffic/Otheréééééé..Speeding - Misdemeanors 
 

The search results display the general criminal category. Click View Details to see the description of the ac-
tual offense. 
 

Not everyone listed on the site is a hardcore criminal. Checking the details is an important step. Youôll see  a 
few minor traffic violations. Also, some people were accused but not convicted of their listed offence. The de-
tails should show if the court dismissed the case. 
  

The information on Criminal Searches has been pulled from public court records. You can access these re-
cords yourself. In fact, you may find more detailed information by doing your own research. 
 

Many court records can be found online. But you have to find the right sites. The National Center for State 
Courts makes it easy. You can find links to court record databases nearly every state. A few states have yet 
to put records online. 
 

Learn more about crime online and off: 
 

What kind of crime happens in your neighborhood?  
Do sex offenders live in your area?  
How to report online fraud, scams and theft   

 

How Well Do You Know Your Neighbor?  

It's a sad fact of modern life. We often don't know as much as we should about our neighbors.

Well, now you can find out with a few clicks of your mouse. And it won't cost you a single red cent! 
 

At Criminal Searches, you can search by a person's name. This is helpful for finding out about new acquaint-
ances.

more about the crimes. And you can sign up for e-mail alerts. 
 

Criminal Searches takes its information from public records. Just remember that not all charges result in con-
viction.

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A fraud alert  is a signal placed in your credit report or credit file to warn potential creditors that they 

must use what the law calls ñreasonable policies and proceduresò to verify your identity before they 

issue credit in your name. Fraud alerts may be effective at stopping someone from opening new 

credit accounts in your name, but they may not prevent the misuse of your existing accounts.  

Under the federal Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA), you may be entitled to two kinds of free fraud 

alerts: initial and extended.  

You may ask a consumer reporting company to place an initial fraud alert on your credit report if you 

suspect you have been, or are about to be, a victim of identity theft. This may be appropriate after 

your wallet or another source of personal information is lost or stolen. An initial fraud alert is good for 

90 days, and can be renewed when appropriate.  

To place an initial fraud alert, call the toll-free fraud number of any one of the three national con-

sumer reporting companies. The company you call is required to contact the other two; they, in turn, 

will place an alert on their versions of your report. Expect to receive a confirmation from each of the 

companies.

Experian: 1-888-EXPERIAN (397-3742)   

TransUnion: 1-800-680-7289  

When you place an initial fraud alert on your credit report, youôre entitled to order one free credit re-

port from each of the consumer reporting companies; if you ask, only the last four digits of your So-

cial Security number will appear on your reports.  

If you have been a victim of identity theft, you may ask for an extended alert, which stays on your 

credit report for seven years. To get an extended fraud alert placed on your report, you will need to 

contact one of the credit bureaus, and provide an Identity Theft Report, such as a police report or 

other report to a law enforcement agency, including a report to the FTC.  

If your credit report has an extended alert, potential creditors must contact you in person, or by 

phone or some other method you have provided before they can issue credit in your name. When 

you place an extended alert on your credit report, youôre entitled to two free credit reports from each 

of the consumer reporting companies within 12 months.  

In addition, the consumer reporting companies must remove your name from marketing lists for pre-

screened offers of credit for five years ð unless you ask them to put your name back on the list.

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In Word, the F4 key will repeat text and font format-
ting, line spacing, color changes, indenting, and more!  
 

You get the repetition of a "just typed" phrase or sen-
tence in Word. It's much quicker than the old copy 
and paste routine when you have repetitive  state-
ments to make. (Actually, it could be used a lot when 
writing a newsletter. Create a  list of shortcuts that are 
similar, just copy and paste, then just change the rele-
vant information. This really speeds up the process). 
 
    B o n u s  I d e a : 
 

Try this one with the drawing tools. I t is an excellent 
way to repeat things, without needing the buttons and 
menus constantly. I found that the F4 key would dupli-
cate a newly drawn shape, repeat a fill color change 
in a newly selected shape, change line size and color 
and so on. Whatever you need, it can do!  
 

The key thing to remember is that it repeats the last 
action you did. So, if you last drew a circle, it will im-
mediately draw a duplicate circle. If you just changed 
the format of a cell to be percentages, it will change 
the format of the next cell (s) you select to percent-
ages. 

Get the idea?

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Neat Things You Can Do With A Flash Drive

By now youôre probably tired of reading about how much better Windows 7 is than Vista. me too, so letôs 
spend some time examining some of the things you can do with a flash drive other than mere data storage. A 
USB flash drive consists of a flash memory data storage device integrated with a USB (Universal Serial Bus) 
interface. USB flash drives are easily removable, and much smaller than a floppy disk. They are rewritable, 
and usually weigh less than an ounce. There is a wide range of storage capacities with the most common be-
ing from 2 GB to 32 GB. Higher capacities up to 256 GB tend to be pricey. 

One of the most useful things you can do with a flash drive is to run portable applications. Open Office, for 
example, is a free suite of programs that includes a word processor, spreadsheet, data manager, presenta-
tion tool, and drawing package. You can store the suite as a portable application, and run it on any computer 
that supports Windows. Firefox and Thunderbird are also available as mobile applications. 

Having office applications, email, and an internet browser all pooled in a portable drive you can carry on a key 
chain is a powerful combination. If you want more go to www.portableapps.com for an open source platform 
that works with iPods and portable hard drives in addition to flash drives. The platform is not only free, but itôs 
a full function site. You are not limited to a trial period or a limited function subset. There is no sign in require-
ment, and no necessity to provide even an email address. Go for it. 

Everyone wants a faster system. With either Windows Vista or Windows 7, the built-in ReadyBoost feature 
can speed up your computer with a USB flash drive. ReadyBoost takes the storage space on a USB flash 
drive and converts it into an additional memory cache that supplements the main memory cache on your pri-
mary disk drive. It can do this because flash memory is faster than regular disk drives. Itôs faster because it 
has no moving parts, and you can get a noticeable improvement in response time. Implementing ReadyBoost 
is simplicity itself. Insert the USB flash drive into the USB slot on your computer and follow the configuration 
prompts. 

If you work or live in an environment where other folks have physical access to your computer you can use 
your flash drive to lock everyone else out of your PC. There is no built-in utility like ReadyBoost for this, but 
you can download a free tool called Predator from www.brothersoft.com that provides this function. Predator 
uses a standard USB flash drive as an access control device. After performing a short installation and con-
figuration process, your flash disk becomes a key that will lock and unlock your PC. When you leave your PC 
remove the USB flash drive. This causes the screen to go blank while disabling the mouse and keyboard. 
When you ready to resume, put the flash drive back, and everything returns to normal. Move over, Mr. Bond, 
Predator is here. 

All the preceding capabilities are very convenient, but how would you like to carry around a portable operating 
system? If you are willing to expend a little time and energy you can configure a USB flash drive to be a boot-
able Windows 7 drive. You will need a flash drive with a capacity of al least 8 gigabytes, and of course a Win-
dows 7 installation disk. Start out by inserting your flash drive into its USB socket and inserting the Windows 7 
installation disk in the optical drive. Please make a note of the drive letters. This is essential for successful 
installation.  Preparing the flash drive is the next step. Click on the Start orb and type: Diskpart 

Pressing Enter opens a command window. (After typing a command at the command prompt always press 
Enter to execute the command.) At the prompt type: List Disk 
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Neat Thingsé Conôt. 

You will see a list of all your hard drives, partitions, optical drives, card reader drives, and flash drives. Identify 
the optical drive that contains the Windows 7 installation disk and the flash drive youôre working with. For this 
example weôll assume the flash drive is disk #4, also designated as G and the optical drive is disk #2, also 
designated as D. 

At the command prompt type: Select Disk 4   

Run the following commands: 

Clean 

Create 

Primary 

Partition Select Partition 1 

Active Format FS=FAT32 

Assign 

Exit 

This series of commands erased extraneous material from the flash drive, created an active primary partition, 
and formatted it with the FAT32 file system. The next step is to copy the Windows 7 installation files to the 
flash drive. 

At the command prompt type: Xcopy D:*.* /S/E/F G  

In this example D is the drive housing the Windows 7 installation disk and G is the USB flash drive. The com-
mand copies the installation files to the flash drive, and when it finishes you have a bootable Windows 7 flash 
drive. The last thing you need to do to make this work is go into the BIOS and make the first bootable device 
the flash drive. 

Carrying a flash drive around is obviously far more convenient than carrying a DVD, and has the additional 
advantage of being faster than a DVD. This procedure also works for Windows Vista, but why bother when 
Windows 7 is here?

Splitting the Document Window  
 

Word allows you to create split win-
dows, each of which allows you to look 
at a different portion of your document. 
You can also use the split windows to 
view your document in different views.  
 

To split the window display the View 
tab of the ribbon and then, in the Win-
dow group, click the Split tool. 
 

When you split the window, Word 
places a horizontal split bar on the 
screen. This split bar can be easily po-
sitioned by moving it with the mouse. 
When you click on the mouse button, 
the bar is placed exactly where you 
clicked. 
 

If you want to cancel the split, simply 
press Esc  before you click the mouse 
button to place the split bar.

 Please Repeat That  

Here's a great keyboard 
shortcut for repetitive tasks!  
And, a huge time saver. 

The trick is in one key: F4 
 

The F4 key is set to repeat 
the last action. Literally, if 
you simply hit the F4 key, 
the program will repeat the 
last action  you completed. 
That's it. Really. it's that sim-
ple!  

Let's say, for example, 
you've just inserted a row or 
column in Excel using the 
Insert menu. If you then hit 
F4, you'll get a second row 
or column inserted, without 
all the menu work.  

Or, with that same example 
(inserting a row or column), 
you can move to another part 
of the worksheet, hit F4 and 
have a new row or column 
inserted in the new location. 
 

Repeatedly hitting the F4 
key will continue to repeat 
the last action, allowing you 
to insert multiple rows or col-
umns quickly and efficiently.  

I found I could get this little 
trick to work with almost any 
action I used: bolding, un-
derlining, cell format type, 
justification, etc. 

 
  

Download, Upload, or  
Install?  

 

What is the difference?  

 
Downloading  - This is moving a 
file that's on the Internet, (or 
over a network) onto your com-
puter. For most of us, download-
ing is just a matter of clicking a 
download link on a web site and 

saving the file to disk . 

 
Uploading  - This is the opposite 
of downloading. With uploading, 
you take a file from your com-
puter and send it to a computer 
on the internet (or a computer / 
server on a network).  

 
Usually this is done with an FTP 
client, but some modern web 
sites you'll come across will al-
low you to send files to them 
with your web browser. 
 

Installing  - This is often con-
fused with downloading, but it's 
a different animal. When you 
install something, you basically 
"put" the program on your com-
puter so you can use it.  
 

Normally this is done via a setup 
program or "wizard" to make in-
stallation easy. Once you're fin-
ished installing a program, you 
can usually run it from your Start 
Menu, Programs area.
