Photo editing is what allows the a
erage photographer the ability to create professional pictures. The processing power incorporated into the n
CS4 program has been greatly enhanced. The new software now supports 190 different camera models an
allows better JPEG and TIFF processing.

Photoshop CS4 (Creative Suites 4) has incorporated many new features from their last upgrade. The first of
many is the panning and zooming feature. This upgrade allows the user to zoom all the way down to individ
ual pixels while still allowing a smooth pan across the screen. The smoother panning lets the user focus in ¢
the exact spot they wish to edit and the tighter focusing allow even the minutest change. However, this func
tion only works with Windows Vista and with the Open GL command checked.

Tying in with the panning and zooming features is the enhanced canvas rotation feature. This device allows
the user to rotate the picture to any angle desire. Adobe has created a distortion free scrolling device that
keeps the whole picture crystal clear no matter what the angle and without making the user contort the bodie
into awkward positions. T hi-fsiendlyscreatiean$. i ni t el y one

Next on the list of upgrades and enhancements are the automatic features. TRkeRdilcayers feature

overlaps a series of photographs with different focal points together. The device blends the colors and shad
together smoothly, which in turn, extends the new field of depth on the newly created picture. An added func
tion is that CS4 also eliminates the distortion that overlapping pictures sometimes creates.

Also part of the automatic features is the Allaggn Layers command. This simple command allows the user
to move or rotate the pictures and still align up perfectly. This enhancement eliminates the need for cut and
paste editing. CS4 also makes it easier for the user to manually layer items. The user can change the back

ground and move objects from one picture to anot

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photo a crisp, professional appearance.

One of the nicer new features is the Con#ware Scaling. This lovely little command allows the user to
stretch a normal size picture into a panorama scale without the distortion or fuzziness that plagued users in t
past. Combining this feature with the automatic features discussed above grants the user the ability to creat
some truly marvelous imagery.

Interested in creating 3D images? CS4 now has a feature that lets the user paint, edit and manipulate 3D in
ages. The user can even wrap a 2D image on a 3D figure that gives the appearance of an actually item on t
original picture. The bump command is interesting. The user can give the object a texture, i.e. damages to
vehicle, with a simple click of a button. These new commands also allow the user to rotate the image on a 3
grid in order to edit the imagery as needed. This is a fun new feature and, in my opinion, one of the best of t
new features in the Creative Suites upgrade.

Playing with the colors, hues, and saturations is easier now. There is one panel with all the commands easil
accessible. CS4 has created many preset commands, such as a black and white command, which allows th
user to change any or all of a pictureds colorat
changed or which part should not be changed. CS4 also allows the user to change the color of an object in
picture. Is the face too pale? Darken it with a simple click. Is the background too dark/light? That is easily

These entire new and enhanced features make for one confusing and complicated program, though. The pr
lems start from the very beginning: at installation. All other programs and applications must be turned off be:

The program is extensive and consumes a great deal of memory and some
the options will only work in Windows Vista.

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Understanding Hidden Threats

Rootkits and Botnets
by Mindi McDowell

Attackers are continually finding new ways to access computer systems. The use of hidden methods suc
rootkits and botnets has increased, and you may be a victim without even realizing i

What are rootkits and botnets?

A rootkit is a piece of software that can be installed and hidden on your computer without your knowledge.
may be included in a larger software package or installed by an attacker who has been able to take advanta
a vulnerability on your computer or has convinced you to download it (see Avoiding Social Engineering ar
Phishing Attacks for more information). Rootkits are not necessarily malicious, but they may hide maliciot
activities. Attackers may be able to access information, monitor your actions, modify programs, or perfor
other functions on your computer without being detected.

Botnet is a term derived from the idea of bot networks. In its most basic form, a bot is simply an automat
computer program, or robot. In the context of botnets, bots refer to computers that are able to be controlled
one, or many, outside sources. An attacker usually gains control by infecting the computers with a virus or ot
malicious code that gives the attacker access. Your computer may be part of a botnet even though it appea
be operating normally. Botnets are often used to conduct a range of activities, from distributing spam and
ruses to conducting deniaf-service attacks (see Understanding Deafabervice Attacks for more informa-
tion).

Why are they considered threats?

The main problem with both rootkits and botnets is that they are hidden. Although botnets are not hidden
same way rootkits are, they may be undetected unless you are specifically looking for certain activity. If a ro
kit has been installed, you may not be aware that your computer has been compromised, and tradiional &
virus software may not be able to detect the malicious programs. Attackers are also creating more sophistic
programs that update themselves so that they are even harder to detect.

Attackers can use rootkits and botnets to access and modify personal information, attack other computers,
commit other crimes, all while remaining undetected. By using multiple computers, attackers increase the rat
and impact of their crimes. Because each computer in a botnet can be programmed to execute the same
mand, an attacker can have each of them scanning multiple computers for vulnerabilities, monitoring online
tivity, or collecting the information entered in online forms.

What can you do to protect yourself?
If you practice good security habits, you may reduce the risk that your computer will be compromised:

e Use and maintain antirus software- Anti-virus software recognizes and protects your computer against
most known viruses, so you may be able to detect and remove the virus before it can do any damage
Understanding AntVirus Software for more information). Because attackers are continually writing new
viruses, it is important to keep your definitions up to date. Someviam$ vendors also offer antpotkit
software.

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Install a firewall- Firewalls may be able to prevent some types of infection by blocking malicious traffic
before it can enter your computer and limiting the traffic you send (see Understanding Firewalls for mor
information). Some operating systems actually include a firewall, but you need to make sure it is enabled

Use good passwordsSelect passwords that will be difficult for attackers to guess, and use different pass
words for different programs and devices (see Choosing and Protecting Passwords for more informatio
Do not choose options that allow your computer to remember your passwords.

Keep software up to datelnstall software patches so that attackers can't take advantage of known prob
lems or vulnerabilities (see Understanding Patches for more information). Many operating systems offt
automatic updates. If this option is available, you should enable it.

Follow good security practicesTake appropriate precautions when using email and web browsers to re-
duce the risk that your actions will trigger an infection (see othe€HRT security tips for more informa-
tion).

Unfortunately, if there is a rootkit on your computer or an attacker is using your computer in a botnet, yo
may not know it. Even if you do discover that you are a victim, it is difficult for the average user to effec-
tively recover. The attacker may have modified files on your computer, so simply removing the maliciou:
files may not solve the problem. If you believe that you are a victim, consider contacting a trained syste
administrator.

As an alternative, some vendors are developing products and tools that may remove a rootkit from yo
computer. If the software cannot locate and remove the infection, you may need to reinstall your operatil
system, usually with a system restore disk that is often supplied with a new computer. Note that reinstallir
or restoring the operating system typically erases all of your files and any additional software that you ha
installed on your computer.
